Ustad Ari Kahn is the
7th generation of the
family of court musician.
He is one of the most
prominent Rudra Veena
players. The instrument
has been barely intro-
duced to Japanese peo-
ple. South Indian music,
with " Ma=pause " just
like Japanese music, is
deep, quiet and strong,
embodying cosmic phi-
losophy. It can be
deemed as an essence
of sounds of India.
